“7. A teacher shall perform his duties as specified under sub-section (1) of section-24 of the Act.

8. The teachers themselves cannot provide private tuition. It will be the responsibility of the governing
body to see to it and follow the fair admission process.

9. The school shall impart education as per the syllabus»prepare& on the basis of the syllabus framed by
the competent authority.

10. The school should admit students in proportion to the facilities available in the school as stipulated
in Section-19 of the Act.

11.The school shall maintain the school norms and standards as specified in section-19 of the Act and
in particular the maintenance of the school website relating to: the provision of any information and
filling of accurate and reliable DISE (DICE) District Information System for Education data
(information) in due time every year. All the conditions of the relevant rule-13 should be followed.

12. No unauthorized school classes shall be conducted within the school premises or outside the school
under the same name.
